AGREEMENT FOR IMD SERVICES  
Between 

CRESTWOOD BEHAVIORAL HEALTH, INC.  
And 

MODOC COUNTY MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES  
 
THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this 1st day of July, 2016 by and between 
the COUNTY of Modoc, a political subdivision of the State of California, hereinafter 
referred to as "COUNTY", and Crestwood Behavioral Health, Inc., hereinafter referred to as 
"CONTRACTOR." 

 
WITNESSETH 

 
WHEREAS, CONTRACTOR operates institutions for mental disease (IMD) in various 
locations including: Redding; and Mental Health Rehab Centers including: Eureka and 
 
WHEREAS, The Welfare and Institution Code, Section 5902(c) (2) requires COUNTY 
to notify IMD facilities of intended use of those facilities for Fiscal Year 2016-2017; and 
 
WHEREAS, COUNTY notified CONTRACTOR of intent to use at least two (2) beds in 
Crestwood facilities; and 
 
WHEREAS, this Agreement shall be administered by COUNTY through its Director of 
Mental Health Services or his/her designee, hereinafter referred to as "Director"; 
 
NOW THEREFORE , in consideration of the mutual promises of the parties it is agreed 
as follows: 
 
CONTRACTOR's Responsibilities 
A. CONTRACTOR shall provide COUNTY with access to the number of beds at the 
facilities listed below and hereinafter referred to as "Facility":

CRESTWOOD TREATMENT CENTER        IMD   1

 COUNTY intends to utilize the number of beds indicated at the facilities designated 
above.  However, it is understood between both parties that due to available beds, client 
needs and services available, actual utilization of above facilities may differ from that 
indicated.  COUNTY may have access to additional beds at the above facilities provided 
that such additional beds are available for use.  COUNTY may also have access to beds 
at facilities other than above operated by CONTRACTOR provided additional beds are 
available.

furnished promptly to COUNTY.  Any attempt at assignment of rights under the 
Agreement except for those specifically consented to by both parties or as stated above 
shall be void. 

 
Modification  

This Agreement may only be modified by a written amendment hereto, executed 
by both parties, however, matters concerning scope of service which do not affect the 
agreed price may be modified by mutual written consent of CONTRACTOR and 
COUNTY executed by Directors. 
 
Attorney's Fees and Costs 

If any action at law or inequity is necessary to enforce or interpret the terms of 
this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to reasonable attorney's fees, costs, 
and necessary disbursements in addition to any other relief to which such party may be 
entitled. 
 
Severability 

If any provision of this Agreement is held to be unenforceable, the remainder of 
this contract shall be severable and not affected thereby. 
 
Notices 

All notices that are required to be given by one party to the other under this 
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be deemed to have been given if delivered 
personally or enclosed in a properly addressed envelope and deposited with a United 
States Post Office for delivery by registered or certified mail, addressed to the parties at 
the following addresses, unless such addresses are changed by notice, in writing, to the 
other party:

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the purpose of the contract, distinctions on the grounds of race, color, creed, national 
origin include but are not limited to the following: Denying a participant any service 
or benefit to a participant which is different, or is provided in a different manner or at 
a different time from that provided to other participants under this contract; subjecting 
a participant to segregation or separate treatment in any matter related to this receipt 
of any service; restricting a participant in the enjoyment of any advantage or privilege 
enjoyed by others receiving any service or benefit; treating a participant differently 
from others in determining whether he satisfied any admission, enrollment quota, 
eligibility, membership or other requirement or condition which individuals must 
meet in order to be provided any service or benefit; the assignment of times or places 
for the provision of services on the basis of race, color, creed, or national origin of the 
participants to be served. All subcontractors will take affirmative action to ensure that 
intended beneficiaries are provided services without regard to race, color, creed, 
national origin, sex, age, or physical or mental handicap.   

 
7. CRESTWOOD TREATMENT CENTER is a locked door facility. The Lanterman-

Petris-Short Mental Heath Act therefore requires that all clients be admitted only in 
the following circumstances: 

 
a.   Voluntary clients are those individuals who are capable and willing to sign and   

understand a voluntary admission agreement. This status requires verification by 
the attending physician.  

 
b. Lanterman-Petris-Short (LPS) Conservatorship is the only other legal means of 

placing a client who does not qualify as a voluntary admission into a locked 
facility.      

 
8. An integral part of the treatment plan for our clients is a behavioral modification 

program, which teaches each of them to take responsibility for their own behaviors. 
Therefore, the replacement of hospital property destroyed by an angry client will be 
billed to that client. Our experience has proven this policy to be a most effective tool 
in reducing such destructive and dangerous outbursts and we solicit your support in 
its application.
